Terms of Reference

The “Terms of Reference” is a work plan that will outline tasks and duties and who will perform the
work in the development of the Assessment Report and the Source Protection Plan under the timelines
specified in the Regulations of the “Clean Water Act, 2006”. The planned costs associated with delivery
of the Assessment Report and Source Protection Plan will be included in the budget portion of the
Terms of Reference. The Terms of Reference, after undergoing public review, must be submitted to the
Minister of Environment by the Source Protection Authority by October 20, 2008.

Assessment Report

The Assessment Report is a science based report generated locally for each Source Protection Area. The
Report will identify the watersheds and the vulnerable areas within the Source Protection Area. Threats
to the vulnerable areas will be assessed and determined if they pose a significant threat to Municipal
residential drinking water systems. Conservation Authority Staff have been facilitating and working in
partnership with the City of Thunder Bay and the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge to complete some of
the scientific work to be used in the development of the Assessment Report. The Assessment Report
must be submitted to the Director of the Ministry of Environment by the Source Protection Authority by
the first anniversary of the date the Terms of Reference were approved.

Source Protection Plan

The Source Protection Plan is a strategic document for a Source Protection Area that outlines policies
and procedures to ensure that all significant and potential threats to the sources of Municipal residential
drinking water systems are managed in a way that they will never become significant drinking water
risks. The plan will address policies concerning Great Lakes targets. Municipalities will play a central
role in the implementation and enforcement of the plan which will be monitored and revised as required
by the Source Protection Committee. The Source Protection Plan must be submitted to the Minister of
Environment by the Source Protection Authority by August 20, 2012. The Minister of Environment will
approve the Source Protection Plan and any subsequent revisions to the Plan.

Municipal Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Policy (MFIPPA)

The “Clean Water Act, 2006”, states that all private information of this nature must be protected under
the provincial legislation of “Municipal Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act”. The
Source Protection Planning process must be open and transparent to the public and stakeholders, but
where applicable, private and sensitive information (i.e. information concerning property owners and
land use) will be protected accordingly.

Members were advised that it is up to each Member including the Chair to come forward
and declare a conflict of interest. Members who declare a conflict of interest will leave
the Boardroom during the discussion on the topic deemed by the Member to be a conflict
of interest.
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3. SOURCE PROTECTION COMMITTEE

Source Protection Committee Membership

The Members of the Committee introduced themselves and provided a brief summary of
their background.

Quorum

It was noted that Ontario government has set strict and ambitious timelines for Source
Protection Committees across the province to deliver on their local Source Protection
Plans. Attendance of voting Members was stressed for all Meetings of the Committee to
achieve “quorum?”, to ensure the Committee will be able to meet the deadlines outlined in
Regulation. In order to proceed forward a quorum of two-thirds of the voting members,
plus the Chair, must be met at all Lakehead Source Protection Committee Meetings.
Participating in Meetings by teleconference is an acceptable option but Members must let
the Project Manager know in advance of the Meeting so telephone access can be
provided.

Chairman Update on the Chair and Project Manager Meetings in Toronto

It was noted that the Source Protection Committee (SPC) should be aware of the approval
process required in relation to meeting deadlines.  The three key documents to be
produced by the Committee must be submitted to the Source Protection Authority for
review before being submitted to the Minister of Environment and be made available for
public, Municipal and First Nation review and comment at each stage. These timelines
dictate that a Source Protection Plan will take three to five years to complete.

Training

A video developed by “Town and Country” and the Ministry of Environment was shown.
The Ministry of Environment SPC training is scheduled to take place in the Lakehead
Region Conservation Authority Boardroom (8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.) on Monday,
December 17, 2007. Attendance is mandatory for voting Members and recommended for

Liaison Members and Source Protection Authority Members.

4. WORK PLANNING

Rules of Procedure, Conflict of Interest and Code of Conflict Policies

Discussion of the procedural manual containing the Rules of Procedure, Conflict of
Interest, Code of Conflict and Deputation Policies took place. It was noted that the
operation of the Committee will be required to follow the government deadlines set out in
Regulation of “Clean Water Act”.

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It was noted that the Committee will work to complete tasks through consensus.
Contentious items may need to be parked and discussed later with further research and
background information provided. The Lakehead Source Protection Committee will work
on a fiscal year ending on December 31, to meet budget requirements of the Lakehead
Region Conservation Authority (LRCA). It was noted the LRCA has oversight for
financial and human resources with funding for Source Water Protection provided by the
Government of Ontario. It was noted that the voting Committee Members are appointed
for three-year terms or until the first Source Protection Plan for the Lakehead Source
Protection Area is submitted to the Minister of Environment. Meeting dates were set for
the next 12 months as the first Wednesday of the month for all months except January
and July 2008 which will be the second Wednesday due to statutory holidays. Meeting
dates, Agendas and approved Minutes of the Meetings will be posted on the Internet to
the Source Protection website — www.sourceprotection.net.

Staff will make suggested changes or additions. The Procedural Manual will be
discussed and finalized at the January 9, 2008, Committee Meeting. The Procedural
Manual must be submitted to the Lakehead Source Protection Authority (SPA) for
review. The Procedural Manual must be approved by the SPA by the regulatory deadline
of January 20, 2008.

Source Protection Plan Components

An overview of what is expected in the development of the Terms of Reference,
Assessment Report and Source Protection Plan (the three key documents in the Source
Protection process) was discussed. The Lakehead Source Protection Plan will address the
two Municipal residential drinking water systems in the Lakehead Source Protection
Area. It was noted that the Regulation for the Assessment Report expected in early spring
2008 and its supporting guidance documents will be required to finalize the work plan
and budget for tasks to be performed in the Terms of Reference. Any delays in the
passing of this Regulation could affect the progress of the Source Protection Committee

Media Event

It was noted that a media event held on November 27, 2007, to explain the roles and
responsibilities involved with the local Source Protection Planning process was
successful as five representatives from the local media were in attendance.  News
coverage was provided by the Chronicle Journal, The Source, CKPR Radio, Thunder Bay
Television and CBQ Radio (CBC).

of Ontario should be accountable for implementation; Minutes of Meetings will be
approved and adopted at the start of each of the next regular scheduled Meeting of the
Lakehead Source Protection Committee.

Ontario Low Water Response

The Lakehead Region Conservation Authority (LRCA) administers the Ontario Low Water
Response Program within its Area of Jurisdiction. The program is intended to provide provincial
preparedness, to assist in co-ordination and to support local response in the event of a drought.
Due to the lack of precipitation during the fall and winter of 2010, a Water Response Team
Meeting was held on April 19, 2010. It was concluded by the Water Response Team that the
LRCA Area of Jurisdiction was in a Level | Low Water Condition due to received precipitation
being below 80% of average for the period of January to March 2010, when received precipitation
was calculated to be 53% of average. An area is considered to be in a Level I Low Water
condition when received precipitation is below 80% of average for a three month period or when
spring flows are below 100% of the lowest average summer flows. During a Level | Low Water
condition a voluntary 10% reduction of water consumption is encouraged. A Level | Low Water
condition is considered to indicate potential water supply problems.

Source Protection Staff will continue to monitor the situation and provide feedback as it relate to
the Source Protection Planning process.

The General Manager noted that the Source Protection Authority would like to insure that First
Nations impacted by the Source Protection Planning Process have been appropriately contacted
by all means possible.

The General Manager noted that new legislation is in effect regarding Customer Service and
Accessibility. Source Protection Staff will be taking training related to this new legislation in the
near future.

The Minutes of the Fortieth Regular Meeting held on Wednesday, February 2, 2011, were
adopted as amended by consensus.

4. BUSINESS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS AGENDA

Septic System Policy Discussion

Chris Beveridge provided a presentation regarding on-site waste water treatment. For
information purposes, the slides of the presentation were provided.

It was noted that property owners who facilitate an inspection and receive negative results are
eligible for funding intended for the inspection. If the inspection is negative and the property
owner doesn’t comply to upgrade/repair their septic system they will not be able to obtain the
Ontario Drinking Water Stewardship Program funding.

Septic system policy development began. A chart was used to flesh out the policy.

The first policy discussed was ID 170 — On-Site Sewage System Operation and Maintenance. A
brief discussion took place and it was decided that a good draft policy for this would be a yearly
educational seminar held by the Lakehead Region Conservation Authority, Thunder Bay District
Health Unit and Oliver Paipoonge. When property changes owners or new construction occurs
on the house or property, an education package can be given to the property owner. The
rationale for this draft policy is that it reduces conflict and increases homeowner awareness. The
more education, the better the system is operated. This policy will carry a must comply legal
effect with a one year of Source Protection Plan approval compliance date.

ID 165 — Re-Inspection Programs was discussed and it was determined that it will go into the
same policy as 170. Several septic inspection techniques were discussed. The program can
include inspecting both septic caps and the effluent filter as well. A dye test can be incorporated
in the inspection of older septic tanks with only one cap. Assessment can be carried out on both
the septic tank and septic bed.

The second policy discussed was ID 2402 — Land Use Planning. A brief discussion took place
and the draft policy text was decided upon. The draft policy text states to recommend that
people on WHPA-A be on the Municipal Drinking Water System, and that the Municipality have
a bylaw to be on the Municipal system. There would be no new wells drilled and old unused
wells would be decommissioned. This draft policy would carry a must comply legal effect and a
compliance date of three years. It was noted that the draft policies will be vetted through to the
Planning Working Group also.

5. SOURCE PROTECTION PLANNING

Assessment Report Update

Assessment Report comments have been received and the Source Protection Staff has been
working to address these items before the deadline date. A chart was provided to show the
progress made to date on the action items identified in the letter. The chart was reviewed and the
progress was reported on each action item. The updated Assessment Report deadline to the
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Ministry of Environment is by April 15, 2011. Therefore the Source Protection Authority will
need to hold a Special Meeting on April

It was noted that the Assessment Report will mention IPZ-3 to improve the accuracy and
completeness of the Assessment Report.

Nutrient Management Act Motions from Saugeen, Grey Sable, Northern Bruce Peninsula

@) File: Editorial in Response to Source Protection Program

For information purposes, the Committee was provided with an email from Conservation Ontario
regarding an editorial about Source Protection Planning.

5. SOURCE PROTECTION PLANNING

Source Protection Plan Policies

For the review and input by the Committee, several draft policies were presented at the Meeting.
The policy regarding existing septic systems within WHPA-A was discussed. The Committee
agreed with the tools used and the text for the policy. Staff will look at how to prioritize septic
inspections. The Committee Members are satisfied with the policies subject to the inclusion of
the items discussed.

A new policy was presented regarding future septic systems within WHPA-A. It was noted that
the policy cannot limit new septic systems to just tertiary systems due to restrictions from the
Building Code. Conventional and tertiary systems will be able to be installed. It was also noted
that within the Municipalities’ annual reports they should list every new septic that is being
installed within WHPA-A. The Committee Members are satisfied with the policy.

The policy regarding the existing application of agricultural source material was discussed. The
Committee disagreed with the draft policy presented. The Committee agreed that the education
and outreach tool will be an acceptable approach to manage the threat. Staff will update the
policy using the new tool.

The policy regarding the future application of agricultural source material was discussed. The
Committee did not come to a conclusion on whether to prohibit (Section 57) or manage the
future threat. Staff will prepare two policy options for the next Meeting on this threat for
discussion purposes.

After a lengthy discussion concerning the future threats relating to farm yard activities, Staff will
prepare a new policy option for the next meeting using a Risk Management Plan.

The policy that was presented regarding the future threat of chemicals used in de-icing of
aircrafts is not appropriate due to legal issues regarding the construction of an airport. The
Committee agreed that the chemical used in the de-icing of aircrafts should be prohibited using
section 57.

The last two policies discussed were both the future threats of the storage of fuel and the storage
of road salt. The Committee agreed that both of these future threats need to be prohibited so that
they do not become a significant threat within WHPA-A. The presented policies were agreed
upon.

The Committee has asked staff to investigate a method that will make future property owners

aware that their property is located within a Wellhead Protection Area and the policies that
pertain to them.
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The Committee Members will have the opportunity to review these policies again prior to their
release for Pre-Consultation with elected officials and stakeholder groups.

Assessment Report Update

It was noted that the Approved Assessment Report for the Lakehead Source Protection Area is
posted on the Environmental Registry and can also be found on the Lakehead Source Protection
website.

The Committee accepted the new policy and it will now be sent out for Pre-Consultation to the
City of Thunder Bay.

The Committee also agreed that if changes to the Source Protection Plan (SPP) were required to
meet legal requirements, changes would be made, but not if they were of a minor nature as the Plan
has already been submitted. . For example, MOE pointed out that an acknowledgement of
Government of Ontario funding was required on the cover page as well as on the
Acknowledgement page, and this change was made.
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For information purposes, the Committee was advised that Conservation Ontario is developing an
implementation guide geared to municipal audiences, which Conservation Authorities can use to
communicate with their local implementing bodies.

Discussion of Source Water funding for 2013 took place. Members were provided with
correspondence from Conservation Ontario and the Assistant Deputy Minister on this issue.

Bill Bartley, Chair of the LRCA, discussed the status of the current funding agreement and noted
that the agreement expires on December 31, 2012, and that after that the Authority does not have
the right to spend any Source Water funds unless there is a new written agreement in place.

Everyone agreed that funding is of the utmost importance and that MOE should act expeditiously in
this matter.

It was also noted that according to MOE regulations, 1/3 of the SPC Board will need to be replaced
in 2013 once the SPP is approved. The Committee suggested that this does not serve any purpose
and will cause unnecessary costs due to advertising the positions, and the new members will not
have the same experience with the Plan and the issues that surround it that the existing members
have.

6. SOURCE PROTECTION PROJECT UPDATES

Ontario Drinking Water Stewardship Program (ODWSP)

It was noted that a cheque has been issued by the LRCA to a homeowner upon completion of their
reimbursement materials. There are two homeowners who have yet to submit their paperwork,
though the work on their septic systems has been completed. Staff have spoken to both of the
homeowners and encouraged them to submit their paperwork as soon as possible as funding expires
on December 31, 2012.

Modelling Survey

For information purposes, it was noted that Staff completed a survey on the use and management of
numerical models for drinking water Source Protection and submitted it to Conservation Ontario.

Members were advised that Rhonda Bateman, DWSP Coordinator with the Sault Ste. Marie CA,
requested information from each northern CA on this topic.

Source Protection Plan Approved

Discussion of the Lakehead Source Protection Plan (SPP) approval by the Minister of the
Environment took place. It was noted that the Lakehead has the only approved SPP in the province.

Summary of Requirements by Implementing Bodies

Discussion took place regarding the SPP implementation requirements of the Municipality of
Oliver Paipoonge and the Thunder Bay District Health Unit (TBDHU). The Chairman asked the
TBDHU representative if a decision was made regarding fees for the mandatory re-inspection of
septic systems in WHPA-A. He stated that at this time the TBDHU was planning to not charge the
homeowners a fee.

Meetings With Implementing Bodies - Oliver Paipoonge

It was noted that Source Water Staff held Meetings with Oliver Paipoonge on February 14, 2013,
and September 26, 2013. These Meetings were held to ensure the Municipality is prepared for SPP
implementation.

Oliver Paipoonge By-Law Amendment

It was noted that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge had completed a site specific zoning by-law
amendment in order to comply with the Approved Source Protection Plan Policy RV.1.CW-PA
which prohibits the application of hauled sewage to land and future agricultural uses within
WHPA-A.

Municipal Water Works Inspection Report

It was noted that the 2012-2013 Municipal Water Works Inspection Report for the Rosslyn Village
Drinking Water System had been completed and circulated at the Meeting.

Meetings With Implementing Bodies - Thunder Bay District Health Unit

It was noted that Source Water Staff met with the TBDHU on September 3, 2013. This Meeting
was held to ensure the TBDHU is prepared for SPP implementation. A discussion took place
regarding the properties in WHPA-A and the mandatory re-inspection program. It was decided that
only properties where any part of the septic system was located within WHPA-A would be subject
to re-inspection. Lots located in WHPA-A with septics not located within WHPA-A would not be
subject to the re-inspection program. Since the Meeting the TBDHU reviewed their files to
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determine the locations of the septics in WHPA-A.

It was noted that 3 of the 4 properties that are on the border of WHPA-A do not have site plans in
the TBDHU files. The location of septics will be confirmed during the initial inspection to
determine whether these homes would continue to be part of the re-inspection program.

On-Site Sewage System Maintenance Inspections

Discussion took place regarding the document from the Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing
regarding sewage system inspections. It was noted that most of the properties in WHPA-A would
only require a Phase | maintenance inspection, which involves a site visit and generally avoids
significant disturbance to the system and surrounding soil area. A Phase Il inspection would be
required if during the Phase | inspection deficiencies were observed. A Phase Il inspection would
involve a detailed examination of all components of the septic system.

Implementation Resource Guide

It was noted that Conservation Ontario has been releasing Modules for their Drinking Water Source
Protection Implementation Resource Guide. Source Water Staff have been editing these modules to
remove the information that is not relevant to the Lakehead Source Protection Area. Staff will
continue this process as further Modules are released and will create an Implementation Guide for
the Lakehead Region.

2014/2015 Funding Update

Discussion took place regarding future funding for source protection planning in the Lakehead. The
MOE Liaison stated that there is no new information on funding following the end of the current
funding agreement (which expires on March 31, 2014), and stated that there is no information
regarding when a funding announcement would be made.

$13.5 Million Municipal Implementation Fund

Discussion took place regarding the $13.5 million Municipal Implementation Fund that would be
made available to small and rural municipalities to assist with Source Protection Plan
Implementation. It was noted that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge was given $50,000.00 by
the MOE; however, eligible activities will be limited. As the Lakehead’s SPP has been approved,
many of the actions that could be funded under this Fund have already taken place and have been
paid for by the Municipality.

Discussion took place regarding other Municipalities that received funds and whether they would
be able to spend it even though their SPPs have not been approved. It was noted that the funding
could be spent over the next three years, so all Municipalities should have SPPs in place during that
timeframe.
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Minister’s Annual Report on Drinking Water

It was noted that the Minister of the Environment released the “Annual Report on Drinking Water,
2012” which contained a quote from Chairman Bob Hartley as well as an article regarding the fact
that the Lakehead’s SPP had been approved.

The Future of Source Protection

It was noted that the Mattagami Source Protection Staff produced a presentation entitled “The
Future of Source Protection: Where do we go from here.”

Water Quality in Ontario 2012 Report

It was noted that the “Water Quality in Ontario 2012 Report” released by the Ministry of the
Environment. The Report circulated at the meeting.

Review of Lakehead SPA Water Quantity Geodatabase

Discussion took place regarding the Lakehead’s Water Quantity Geodatabase. Roman Augustyn
stated that he worked with the Ministry of Natural Resources on the project and it took over a year
to complete. The database was approved on September 3, 2013.

5. SOURCE PROTECTION COMMITTEE

Chair Reappointment

It was noted that Bob Hartley has been reappointed by the Minister of the Environment as Chair of
the SPC for a three year term commencing August 20, 2013.

New SPC Member

It was noted that Lucy Kloosterhuis, Mayor of the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge, has replaced
Eric Collingwood on the SPC. Eric Collingwood has taken a position as an LRCA Board Member
and according to the Clean Water Act, he cannot serve on both.

Board Member Replacements and/or Reappointments

Discussion took place regarding replacement of SPC members. According to the Clean Water Act
(288/07, Section 8.1), one-third of the SPC must be replaced once the SPP has been approved. One
member from each category (municipal, agricultural/commercial and other interests) must be
replaced. However, according to Section 11 of the Clean Water Act, the Minister of the
Environment may, upon application, grant an exemption to these reappointments. The Chair stated
that replacing board members serves no purpose and will cost money, and will also mean losing a
member who has served for many years and therefore has a deeper understanding of the source
planning process.
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The MOE Liaison stated that the MOE has not currently been focusing on this issue. When asked
whether the SPA should apply for a Section 11 exemption, she stated that she will look into the
issue and report back.

Update From MOE Liaison Officer

It was noted that the MOE Liaison Officer had nothing new to report to the SPC that had not
already been covered in the Agenda.

PAC Meeting

It was noted that the Watershed Manager attended the PAC Meeting at which a presentation was
given regarding the completed Site Specific Risk Assessment for the North Harbour at the former
Cascades mill site. Discussion took place regarding studies that are currently underway regarding
the best way to deal with this issue: either dredging or capping, or a combination of the two. The
study is due to be completed within the next six months.

Electronic Data Request

It was noted that a scientist from Stantec Consulting in Texas emailed Joe Evers at the Mattagami
CA requesting GIS data associated with their Approved Assessment Report. This prompted a
discussion between CAs about how to deal with such requests. In general, only data generated by
the LRCA would be released (ie: IPZ boundaries or WHPA zones).

5. SOURCE PROTECTION PLANNING

Oliver Paipoonge Annual Report

It was noted that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge submitted their first Annual Report on
January 24, 2014, as mandated by the SPP. Staff have reviewed the report and have concluded that
Oliver Paipoonge have met the requirements of the Plan to date and is progressing towards
completing the future requirements of the Plan. Following review and comments by the Source
Protection Committee (SPC), the Report will be submitted to the SPA. The SPA is required to
submit its first report to the MOE by May 1, 2016.

Thunder Bay District Health Unit Annual Report

It was noted that the Thunder Bay District Health Unit submitted their first Annual Report on
January 30, 2014, as mandated by the SPP. Staff have reviewed the report and have concluded that
the TBDHU is progressing towards meeting the future requirements of the Plan. Following review
and comments by the SPC, the Report will be submitted to the SPA. The SPA is required to submit
its first report to the MOE by May 1, 2016.

The TBDHU is undertaking a review of their files to determine where the septics are located related
to the WHPA-A zone in order to confirm which properties will be subject to the septic re-
inspection policy.

Niagara Peninsula Source Protection Plan Approved

It was noted that the Niagara Peninsula Source Protection Plan has been approved by the Minister
of the Environment and will come into effect on October 1, 2014. The MOE Liaison announced
that Mattagami and Mississippi-Rideau are likely the next two Source Protection Regions to have
their Plans approved.

Municipal Engineers Association Class EA Proposed Amendments

It was noted that the Municipal Engineers Association is proposing amendments to the Municipal
Class Environmental Assessment. This will affect any new drinking water systems that are created
in Source Protection Areas.
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Chair’s and Project Manager’s Meeting

It was noted that a Chair’s and Project Manager’s Meeting will take place in Toronto on March 3
and March 4, 2014.

Implementation Workshop — Conservation Ontario

It was noted that Conservation Ontario will be hosting a one-day Implementation Workshop on
March 5, 2014, in Toronto. The Chair added that he will be giving a presentation on the Lakehead
Region’s progress to date in regards to Source Protection Plan Implementation.

Oil Transported By Rail Car Past Bare Point Water Treatment Plant

Discussion took place regarding oil being transported by rail past the Bare Point Water Treatment
Plant. A Committee Member asked if there was any concern over oil being transported by rail car
past the Bare Point Water Treatment Plant. While developing policies, the SPC did not identify
transport pathways as a threat to the intake. The “Watershed Characterization Report” states:

“The environmental hazard of petroleum to the water sources within the Lakehead Source
Protection Area is limited to spills either at the storage facilities or a spill of a truck or
railcar containing a petroleum product. It is unlikely a spill would cause widespread
contamination of the water sources within the Lakehead Source Protection Area.”

It was noted that the number of rail cars carrying oil has increased a great deal in the years since the
original policy was written and now reaches 100 cars per day. Even with this increase, the fact that
the treatment plant utilizes a Lake Superior intake means that it is protected from a spill on land,
but if a train spill happens to occur close to Northstar Creek, oil or other contaminants could
potentially reach the intake pipe.

Due to this increase in rail car shipping and the corresponding increased risk, the Committee was
concerned that this could now potentially be considered a drinking water threat. The question was
asked how the SPC could update the SPP now that it has been approved. The MOE Liaison stated
that she would look into this and report back to Staff.

Source Protection Committee Chair’s WebEx

For your information, a Source Protection Committee Chair’s WebEx was held on January 22,
2014. During the call it was announced that Ontario’s Auditor General would be auditing the
Ministry of Environment’s Source Water Protection Program and that some, or all, Conservation
Authorities would be contacted.

To date the following Conservation Authorities have announced that they have been contacted by
the Auditor General’s office: Halton-Hamilton, Quinte, Cataraqui, Nickel District, Grand River,
North Bay/Mattawa, Lake Eire, CTC, Essex, Trent and Niagara.

Source Protection Report By University of Toronto Student

For your information, a student studying to obtain her Masters in Planning at the University of
Toronto wrote a report entitled “Harmonizing Diversity in Source Water Protection Planning in
Ontario: The Case of the Lakehead Area’. The student contacted the office and spoke to the Chair,
who provided some information for her report. The report states that the lack of a First Nation’s
presence on the SPC was seen as a negative. It was noted that the SPC did all it could to encourage
First Nation’s involvement.

4. BUSINESS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS AGENDA

Auditor General Audit of Ministry of the Environment

It was noted that the Auditor’s General audit of the Ministry of the Environment and Climate
Change (MOECC) has been completed and the Ministry received a copy of the draft report.

Qil Transported By Rail Car past Bare Point Water Treatment Plant

Discussion took place regarding the potential threat from rail cars carrying oil past the Bare Point
Water Treatment Plant. The MOECC Liaison advised that additional threat work is not an eligible
expense at this time. If funding is available in the future, the MOECC would first need to agree
that the transportation of goods was a local threat. If this was agreed to, then event based
modelling would be conducted to confirm if the activity was a significant threat. If the modelling
determined that a significant threat would occur as the result of a spill, then policies would be
required in the Plan to address the significant drinking water threat. If a spill occurred today,
reporting is required under the Environmental Protection Act. The response would be based on the
current mapping of the vulnerable areas, which the Spills Action Centre has and existing Federal
railway regulations. It was also noted that the Regional Environmental Emergencies Team (REET)
is already in place and as part of that process the Bare Point Water Treatment Plant would be
notified in the event of a spill.

The MOECC Liaison also suggested that the SPC could contact other Project Managers on how
similar issues were handled in other regions to determine if there was a net benefit to undertaking
the work and resulting policies.

S. SOURCE PROTECTION PLANNING

Source Protection Municipal Implementation Fund

It was noted that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge has received funding to assist with
offsetting a portion of the costs the Municipality will incur to implement Plan policies. The
Municipality and LRCA Staff have participated in teleconferences related to the fund which
outlined eligible activities and reporting requirements. It is noted that this funding is directly from
the Province to the Municipality.

Meeting with Oliver Paipoonge

It was noted that a Meeting took place with the Chair, LRCA Staff and representatives from the
Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge on September 3, 2014 to provide an update on Source Water
Protection and review the components of the Source Protection Plan that the Municipality is
responsible to implement. At the time of the Meeting the Municipality advised that they were
exploring funding to potentially decommission and replace the municipal wells and water lines. It
was noted by the Municipality at the SPC Meeting that the funding application was not successful
and there are no plans to proceed with the work at this time. It was noted that if the wells were to
be decommissioned and moved in the future, an update to the Plan would be required which would

be the responsibility of the Municipality to fund and complete.
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The Municipality will explore a by-law to restrict home owners from getting off of the municipal
water system. It was noted that two new homes have recently been added to the system and a
subdivision may be added in the future.

Oliver Paipoonge Salt Management Plan

Oliver Paipoonge has submitted a copy of their Salt Management Plan to the Source Protection
Authority which was adopted by resolution by the Municipality on October 15, 2014. The
completion of the Salt Management Plan was a requirement of the Source Protection Plan.

Best Practices for Education and Outreach

It was noted that on October 2, 2014 LRCA Staff and representatives from Oliver Paipoonge
participated in a webinar entitled “Best Practices for Education and Outreach”. The webinar
focused on effective communication practices.

Additional educational resource material is available from the MOECC through a resource
catalogue found on the Conservation Ontario website:

Thunder Bay District Health Unit Septic Inspection

The Thunder Bay District Health Unit (TBDHU) has initiated the septic re-inspections in WHPA-
A, as required in the Plan. To date five of the 25 septic systems have been inspected by the
Development Officer and no issues were observed. It was noted that the TBDHU has decided not
to charge fees to the home owners for the mandatory inspections. The MOECC Liaison reported
that some other regions also decided not to charge fees to home owners for the inspections.

Approved Source Protection Plans

To date eleven of the twenty-two Source Protection Plans have been approved.

Chair’s and Project Manager’s Meeting

It was noted that the Chair and Tammy Cook, Watershed Manager, attended the Chair’s and Project
Manager’s Meeting that took place in Toronto on October 23 and 24, 2014. The Chair commented
on the main points of the meeting: future funding is unknown; provincial Ministries are preparing
themselves for implementation; a design for a sign has been approved stating “Drinking Water
Protection Zone”; SPA’s must begin the process of replacing the SPC as per the Clean Water Act
and O. Reg. 288/07; some discussion on focusing on private wells and areas outside Conservation
Authorities; reintroduction of the Great Lakes Act; and MOECC is targeting approval of all 22
source protection plans by the end of 2015.

It was noted that the installed signs in Rosslyn Village are adequate and that the new provincial
“Drinking Water Protection Zone” signs are not required.
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2014/2015 Funding Update

It was noted that the current funding agreement with the MOECC ends on March 31, 2015 and no
details regarding future funding have been announced.

2012 — 2013 Chief Drinking Water Inspectors’ Annual Report

It was noted that the Minister of the Environment and Climate Change released the “2012-2013
Chief Drinking Water Inspector’s Annual Report”.

Minister of the Environment and Climate Change Mandate Letter

It was noted that the Minister of the Environment and Climate Change mandate letter from the
Premier had been released, as was the mandate letter from the Minister to his Parliamentary
Assistant. It was noted that there was no mention of Source Water Protection in the letters.

Blue Green Algae

It was noted that information related to blue green algae had been released by the Ministry of
Environment and Climate Change. Discussion took place stating that blue green algal blooms are
very unlikely in our area due to cold water conditions in Lake Superior.

Lakehead Source Protection Plan Implementation Guide

The Lakehead Source Protection Implementation Guide was provided to the SPC Members. The
guide provides a brief history of Source Water Protection and the relevant sections out of the full
version of the modules which were prepared by Conservation Ontario. The guide provides an
overview and background information for the Plan’s implementing bodies (i.e. Municipality of
Oliver Paipoonge and Thunder Bay District Health Unit) and other interested bodies (i.e. LRCA
Staff and Board Members, City of Thunder Bay, Municipal Councils, Lakehead Rural Planning
Board, etc.).

6. SOURCE PROTECTION COMMITTEE

The MOECC has now provided further guidance on SPC expiry and replacement as required in the
Clean Water Act and O. Reg. 288/07. Section 8 of the Regulation requires that once a Source
Protection Plan approval is posted on the Environmental Registry, the terms of appointment on the
SPC begin to expire (i.e. January 16, 2013 in the case of the Lakehead SPC). In the case of the
Lakehead SPC 2/3 of the membership has expired. Staff will be undertaking the process of
member replacement early in 2015. Further guidance is expected from the MOECC in the coming
months regarding: reappointment process, SPC/SPA responsibilities, etc. Existing SPC members
who would like to remain on the SPC must re-apply through the formal process and cannot be
automatically reappointed. Subsequent terms on the SPC will be three years.

It was noted that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge will be appointing their representative at
their next council meeting. The City of Thunder Bay is in the process of recruiting their
representatives, as noted in their recruitment ad in the local newspaper.

Some discussion took place regarding the categories of representatives and perhaps including
climate change and Great Lakes categories. The consensus was to leave the categories the same at
this time. Discussion also took place regarding the future responsibilities of the SPC members.
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The MOECC Liaison added that the MOECC recognizes that the process of replacing SPC
members is difficult and costly and that MOECC will set up a working committee to discuss the
regulations and what guidance could be provided and also consider future amendments to the
regulation that may change the process in the future.

7. CORRESPONDENCE

8. NEW BUSINESS

Two new working groups are being created by the MOECC: one regarding non-SPA municipal
drinking water systems and one to review SPC membership re-appointments.

The Chair noted that he is a member of the non-SPA municipal drinking water system working
group and that it is unknown at this time how the process will work. It was noted that all drinking
water systems are subject to the Safe Drinking Water Act, which focuses on the water quality
coming out of the tap and not protection of the source of drinking water. The Chair advised that he
will provide an update at the next SPC Meeting.

The General Manager-Secretary Treasurer of the LRCA advised that there were many points that
required consideration prior to any expansion of the Source Water Program.

The Minutes of the Fifty-Ninth Regular Meeting held on Wednesday, November 19, 2014,
were adopted by consensus.

4. BUSINESS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS AGENDA

2014 Report of the Auditor General of Ontario

It was noted that the Office of the Auditor General of Ontario released their 2014 Audit Report
on December 9, 2014, which included an audit of the Ministry of the Environment and Climate
Change (MOECC). The audit included ten recommendations regarding the Source Protection
Program, which the MOECC will be reviewing and addressing.

5. SOURCE PROTECTION PLANNING

Implementing Bodies Annual Reports

It was noted that the two Implementing Bodies of the Lakehead Source Protection Plan are
required to complete and submit Annual Reports by February 1 of each year to the Source
Protection Authority (SPA). The Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge submitted their second
Annual Report on January 27, 2015 and the Thunder Bay District Health Unit (TBDHU) submitted
their Annual Report on January 23, 2015.

Oliver Paipoonge completed their Salt Management Plan on September 22, 2014, as required in
the SPP. The TBDHU has completed inspections of seven of the 25 septic systems that require
re-inspection as required in the SPP.

It was concluded that both implementing bodies have met the requirements of the Plan to date.

Consensus was reached by the SPC to forward the reports to the SPA.

Education and Outreach Webinar

It was noted that Staff and representatives from Oliver Paipoonge and the City of Thunder Bay
will be participating in a Source Protection Education and Outreach webinar hosted by the
MOECC on Thursday March 12, 2015.

Approved Source Protection Plans

It was noted that to date fourteen of the twenty-two Source Protection Plans have been
approved. Mary Wooding, the MOECC Liaison stated that MOECC is committed to approving
rest of the Plans by the end of 2015.
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Chair’s and Project Manager’'s Meeting

It was noted that the Chair and Tammy Cook, Watershed Manager, attended the Chair's and
Project Manager’s Meeting that took place in Toronto on March 2 and 3, 2015. The main points
at the Meeting included: the MOECC plans to have all Plans approved by the end of 2015; the
annual reporting template is being developed; the MOECC will be reporting back to the Auditor
within two years; MOECC is working on a strategy for future updates or amendments to
Assessment Reports and Source Protection Plans; after initial Plan approval by the Director, all
subsequent plan updates and amendments must be approved by the Minister; municipalities
who operate drinking water systems not covered under the Clean Water Act can utilize a variety
of other Acts to protect drinking water without having to undertake the entire Source
Protection process.

2014/2015 Funding Update

It was noted that the current funding agreement with the MOECC ends on March 31, 2015. A
budget request has been submitted for the next funding period (i.e. April 1, 2015 to March 31,
2016).

2014 Annual Report on Drinking Water

It was noted that the Minister of the Environment and Climate Change released the “2014
Annual Report on Drinking Water”.

Proposed Amendments to the Municipal Engineers Association Class Environmental
Assessment Document

It was noted that Conservation Ontario provided comments to the MOECC regarding proposed
amendments to the Municipal Engineers Association Class Environmental Assessment
Document. The comments emphasize the need to ensure that Source Protection
Authorities/Conservation Authorities are consulted during the process to assess impacts to
Source Protection areas.

Great Lakes Protection Act

It was noted that on February 19, 2015 the Provincial Government re-introduced the proposed
Great Lakes Protection Act with the main focus being: to help fight climate change, reduce
harmful algal blooms, protect wetlands and coastal areas, monitor and report on the health
Great Lakes and establish a Great Lakes Guardian Council comprised of multiple stakeholders,
including conservation authorities.

Suggestion was made that the LRCA being the only Conservation Authority on the western tip
of Lake Superior should be appointed to have a role on the Guardian Council. It was also noted

that a separate Guardian Council should be created for each of the Great Lakes.

The MOECC Liaison stated that MOECC does not yet have a specific timeline concerning the
Great Lakes Protection Act.

2015 SPC Directory

The 2015 SPC Directory listing was provided to SPC members.

SPC Replacements and/or Reappointments

It was noted that at the November 26, 2014 LRCA Board Meeting the Source Protection
Authority passed Resolution 154/14 in which the current membership of the Source Protection
Committee is appointed until such time as the replacement requirements in the Clean Water Act
and O. Reg. 288/07 have been fulfilled.

The City of Thunder Bay has re-appointed Ken McWhirter and Jim Vukmanich to the Source
Protection Committee for a term of four years expiring on November 30, 2018 and the
Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge has re-appointed Lucy Kloosterhuis to the Source Protection
Committee for a term of four years expiring in December 2018.

The MOECC has brought forward recommended changes to the Assistant Deputy Minister for a
possible Regulation Amendment, which may change the requirements related to SPC Member
replacement. The replacement process will be initiated when warranted.

3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

The Minutes of the Sixtieth Regular Meeting held on Wednesday, March 11, 2015, were
adopted by consensus.

4. BUSINESS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS AGENDA

Great Lakes Protection Act

It was noted that the Great Lakes Protection Act was passed on October 7, 2015, which is
legislation aimed at keeping the Great Lakes and St. Lawrence River clean, as well as protect and
restore the waterways that flow into them. It was also noted that a Great Lakes Guardians’
Council which will provide a collaborative forum for discussing and gaining input on issues and
priorities relating to the Great Lakes has not been established yet.

5. SOURCE PROTECTION PROGRAM

Approved Source Protection Plans

It was noted that to date twenty-one of the twenty-two Source Protection Plans had been
approved.

Director — Source Protection Programs Branch, MOECC

It was noted that Heather Malcolmson is currently serving as the Acting Director of the MOECC
Source Protection Branch.

Source Protection Funding

It was noted that the current funding Agreement expires on March 31, 2016. MOECC cannot
commit to multiyear funding; therefore, funding is unknown from year to year. The current
2015/2016 budget is $89,508.08, which includes: staff time, overhead, SPC costs, staff travel to
meetings and information management costs (i.e. GIS software, website, etc.). The total staffing
level is 0.7 full time equivalents (FTE), which results in: 0.1 FTE (0.5 days per week) Watershed
Manager, 0.2 FTE (1 day per week) Administrative Assistant and 0.4 FTE (2 days per week)
GIS/Data Specialist.

Joint Advisory Committee

The Joint Advisory Committee (JAC) completed a summary of key messages that was provided
to the Assistant Deputy Minister of the MOECC regarding steady state, funding, role of Source
Protection Committees, climate change, Great Lakes Protection Act, work plans, program
gaps/needs, stewardship, communications, Conservation Authorities Actreview and next steps.

Teleconference - MOECC and CA General Managers and SPA Chairs

It was noted that on November 6%, 2015, the SPA Chair, General Manager/ Secretary-Treasurer
and Watershed Manager participated in a teleconference to discuss the Source Water Protection
Program. Discussion centred on MOECC funding into the future, what steady state of the
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program will mean, etc. It was noted that 100% funding will be required in the future for the
program to continue.

Chair’s and Project Manager’'s Meeting

It was noted that the SPC Chair and Watershed Manager, attended the Chair's and Project
Manager’'s Meeting that took place in Toronto on October 26 and 27, 2015. The main points
from the Meeting included: the MOECC intends to have all Plans approved by the end of 2015;
the SWP program is not at steady state yet, but should be there in one to two years; MOECC is
currently undertaking a review of O. Reg. 903; MOECC is working on developing the annual
report template for SPA annual reports; Province is reviewing the Aggregate Resource Act,
Provincial Ministries are preparing to incorporate Source Protection into their prescribed
instrument processes; the SWP technical framework is beginning to be reviewed by MOECC;
Section 36 Orders were discussed; amendments to O. Reg. 288/07 regarding SPCs were
discussed; and the MOECC interactive mapping tool should be available to the public in the
near future.

6. SOURCE PROTECTION IMPLEMENTATION

Real Estate Agent Fact Sheet

It was noted that Conservation Ontario produced a Fact Sheet entitled “Drinking Water Source
Protection in Ontario: What Every Real Estate Agent Should Know”.

Septic System Brochure

It was noted that the LRCA received 200 copies of a brochure entitled “Your Septic System:
Protecting Your Investment and the Environment”. The brochure is part of the Source Water
Protection Education and Outreach Resource Catalogue. The brochure is available for pick up at
the LRCA office.

Source Protection Municipal Implementation Fund (SPMIF)

It was noted that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge along with the majority of municipalities
that received Source Protection Implementation Funding have requested a one year extension
to the original Agreements. Staff participated in a webinar regarding the funding on August 26,
2015 with staff from Oliver Paipoonge.

Section 36 Order

The original approval letter for the Lakehead Source Protection Plan did not specify a date for
the next required update to the Plan. It was noted that a Section 36 Order was received from
the MOECC on October 13, 2015. By November 30, 2017 the SPA will have to supply a workplan
to the MOECC on how and when the Source Protection Plan will be updated.

A question was raised regarding the legal and financial implications of not adhering to the
Section 36 Order if there were no funding. Staff will seek clarification from the MOECC.

7. SOURCE PROTECTION COMMITTEE

Changes to O. Req. 288/07 — Source Protection Committees

It was noted that the Minister of the MOECC has approved amending Ontario Regulation 310/15
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which amends Ontario Regulation 288/07 (Source Protection Committees). The amendment
addresses the expiry of SPC members and recruiting requirements, enables smaller committee
sizes, as well as removes regulatory provisions that were out of date.

It was noted that the SPA has indicated that they will be reducing the current SPC membership
from 9 to 6. The Lakehead SPC membership expires January 1, 2018; however, replacement will
be undertaken in 2016. Current SPC Members will be required to re-apply through the formal
process as outlined in the Act, as re-appointment is not permitted. Members will be kept
informed of the process and requirements to re-apply.

8. CORRESPONDENCE

It was noted that a letter was received from Minister Murray responding to the SPA Chair’s letter
regarding the SPC replacement process.

It was noted that the “Rosslyn Village Subdivison Well Supply — 2014/2015 Annual Inspection
Report” was released.

It was noted that the MOECC Chief Drinking Water Inspector had released the “Annual Report
2013-2014".

It was noted that the Ontario Farmer published a Letter to Editor in response to comments
made reading SPC members.

It was noted that that a response was received from the MOECC Liaison Office related to a
Member question regarding the legal and financial implications of not complying with a Section
36 Order. The response outlined and explained all legal steps the Minister may take in
accordance with relevant sections of the Clean Water Act.

It was also noted that to date the SPA has completed all required tasks as mandated by the Act.

5. SOURCE PROTECTION PROGRAM

Approved Source Protection Plans

It was noted that to date all twenty-two Source Protection Plans had been approved by the
MOECC.

Source Protection Funding

It was noted that the current funding Agreement expires on March 31, 2016. MOECC cannot
commit to multiyear funding; therefore, funding is unknown from year to year.

It was also noted that Staff have submitted a draft budget to the MOECC for the 2016/2017 fiscal
year for their consideration. The request included 0.75 full time equivalent (FTE), which results
in 0.15 FTE Watershed Manager, 0.2 FTE Administrative Assistant and 0.4 FTE GIS/Data Specialist.
The Watershed Manager FTE was increased to account for additional time required to complete
the first annual report to the MOECC and oversee the SPC replacement process. The requested
budget totaled $91,788.20. The draft budget had not been approved at the time of Agenda
preparation.

New MOECC Source Water Protection Interactive Map

It was noted that the MOECC has launched an interactive map that provides users the ability to
search addresses to determine whether or not they are within a vulnerable area that is close to a
municipal drinking water well or intake. A link has been added to the Lakehead Source Water
Protection website www.sourceprotection.net and the interactive map can be accessed at the
following link: http://www.applications.ene.gov.on.ca/swp/en/index.php. The GIS/Data
Specialist did a live presentation showing examples of how to search for a parcel with physical
address and what information is provided by the site.

It was suggested that interested parties (e.g. lawyers) should be notified about this tool and
Municipalities could include the link to the MOECC web tool on their website or in newsletters
and brochures.
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Chair’'s and Project Manager's Meeting

It was noted that the Watershed Manager and the Chair of the Source Protection Committee will
be attending the Chair's Meeting on March 30 and 31%, 2016, which will be held in Toronto.

6. SOURCE PROTECTION IMPLEMENTATION

Implementing Bodies Annual Reports

It was noted that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge submitted their third Annual Report on
January 28, 2016. Also, their updated Official Plan is currently being reviewed by Municipal
Affairs and Housing and it is anticipated that the Zoning by-law will be updated in 2016 after the
Official Plan is approved.

It was noted that the Thunder Bay District Health Unit submitted their Annual Report on January
19, 2016. It was also noted that an additional six mandatory inspections have been completed
in 2015, bringing the total to 13 of the 25 systems located in WHPA-A. An additional 12 must be
inspected by June 16, 2016, which the Health Unit has reported will be completed by the
deadline. All inspected systems are reported as functioning normally with no evidence of
system malfunction.

Staff have reviewed the reports and concluded that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge and
the Thunder Bay District Health Unit have met the requirements of the Plan to date.

First Annual Lakehead Source Protection Plan Report

It was noted that the first annual progress report has been prepared for submission by the
Lakehead SPA for the period of October 1, 2013 to December 31, 2015, which covers the period
from when the Source Protection Plan became effective to the receipt of two annual reports
from the Source Protection Plan’s implementing bodies.

In addition to the Annual Report, “Reportables and Performance Measures for Source
Protection” spreadsheet and Policy Implementation Tracking Tool which were provided by the
MOECC, were completed that provide a summary of reportable data which the Ministry can
utilize in the completion of the Ministers annual report. Staff are requesting that all SPC written
comments, reflecting how the report meets the objective of the plan, are received by April 3,
2016 for submission in the Annual Report. Staff will be presenting the final Annual Report to the
SPA for adoption at the April 27, 2016 Board Meeting. Final comments or edits will be
incorporated into the report with submission prior to May 1, 2016.

It was also noted that the provided annual reporting MOECC templates should not be changed
from year to year, as they are for the funding application process, as this adds a lot of additional
staff effort and time to prepare them.

It was noted that subject to budget approval, the Source Protection Committee replacement
process will be undertaken during 2016, with the new Committee in place prior to the next SPC
Meeting which is tentatively scheduled for December (subject to funding). The SPA will be
proceeding with reducing the SPC membership from 9 to 6. The Chair appointment ends on
August 20, 2016. The Chair noted that he had re-applied.

Waukesha Diversion

It was noted that the Chair of the SPC sent a letter on March 3@, 2016, on behalf of the SPC
opposing the Waukesha Diversion that was seeking permission for an out of Great Lakes basin
water diversion that would set an undesirable precedent. Subsequently, the diversion was
approved allowing the out of basin diversion. In addition, LRCA Staff Report WM-04-2016
provided an overview of the application and outlined a resolution that several municipalities and
the LRCA have passed opposing the decision. A decision by the Compact Council on whether to
rehear the Waukesha case is expected in the spring of 2017. It was noted that the SPC committee
is still opposed to the Waukesha Diversion project and Staff will continue to monitor relevant
information regarding this case.

5. SOURCE PROTECTION PROGRAM

Source Protection Funding

It was noted that the current funding Agreement expires on March 31, 2017. MOECC cannot
commit to multiyear funding; therefore, funding is unknown from year to year. The current
2016/2017 budget is $91,788.20.

Staff have submitted a draft budget to the MOECC for the 2017/2018 fiscal year for their
consideration. The request included 0.75 FTE, which results in 0.35 FTE Watershed Manager, 0.2
FTE Administrative Assistant and 0.2 FTE GIS/Data Specialist. The Watershed Manager FTE was
increased to account for additional time required to complete the work plan for the Section 36
Order and the transition of the program to the new Watershed Manager. The requested budget
totaled $97,438.00. The budget has not yet been approved for 2017/2018.

Chair’s and Project Manager’s Meeting

It was noted that the Chair, CAO and Watershed Manager, attended the Chair’s and Project
Manager’s Meeting that took place in Toronto on November 9 and 10, 2016.

The main points from the Meeting relative to the Lakehead Source Protection Area included:

e Discussion related to Annual Progress Reporting templates developed by MOECC technical
staff. The MOECC introduced the new public-facing template that will be used by all SPAs to
present the Annual Progress Report.

e Discussion related to Drinking Water Source Protection (DWSP) Information Exchanges in
2017. The MOECC plans to visit the Lakehead SPA in the spring of 2017 as part of the DWSP
Information Exchange program. The program provides an opportunity for proactive
engagement with Conservation Authority management and key staff to discuss local
programs, as well as monitor agreements between the Province and Conservation
Authorities.

e The MOECC has begun to review and analyze key program areas and develop program
design options/recommendations that identify areas for improvement with regard to
effectiveness, efficiency, long-term sustainability and local accountability. Significant
proposed areas of review included:
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0 Make necessary changes to allow for the inclusion of new and expanded Municipal
Residential Drinking Water Systems in Assessment Reports and Source Protection
Plans before the systems become operational.

Review of process for Plan amendments.

Policy framework review (research, prioritization, gaps/issues).

Potential addition of transportation activities as a prescribed drinking water treat.
Review of polices for highly unlikely threat activities (i.e. airports).

Enable polices for transport pathways.

Technical changes including allowing higher vulnerability scores for the IPZ of the
Great Lakes intakes.

O O O0OO0OO0OOo

The Watershed Manager and the Chair of the Source Protection Committee will be attending the
next Chair’s Meeting on March 28 and 29, 2017, which will be held in Toronto.

Section 36 Work Plan

It was noted that the Chairs of the SPC and SPA received a Section 36 Order form the Minister of
the MOECC, on October 13, 2015 requiring the SPA to submit a Section 36 Work Plan to the
MOECC by November 30, 3017. The Work Plan must propose the detailed steps for review of the
plan, including which portions of the plan are to be reviewed, the timeframes for each step of the
review, and the rationale for each step. It was agreed that the Committee Members would put
forth ideas of what to include in the Work Plan review and propose potential changes/updates to
the Plan.

One suggested update was to restrict the drilling of wells in WHPA-A. It was noted that the
Municipality had previously passed a by-law restricting residents from disconnecting from the

municipal system.

6. SOURCE PROTECTION IMPLEMENTATION

Implementing Bodies Annual Reports

It was noted that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge submitted their fourth Annual Report on
January 30, 2017. In addition, their updated Official Plan is currently being reviewed by Municipal
Affairs and Housing and it is anticipated that the Comprehensive Zoning by-law will be updated in
2017 after the Official Plan is approved.

It was noted that the Thunder Bay District Health Unit submitted their Annual Report on
January 16, 2017. The Thunder Bay District Health Unit has completed the remaining 12
mandatory septic system inspections in 2016. All of the 25 systems located in WHPA-A have now
been inspected. All inspected systems are reported as functioning normally with no evidence of
system malfunction. It was noted that in January of 2017, the Health Unit distributed additional
outreach materials including a cover letter, “A Guide to Operating and Maintaining your Septic

System”, “Septic Do’s and Don’ts” and “Taking Care of your Sewage Treatment System”.

Staff have reviewed the reports and have concluded that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge and
the Thunder Bay District Health Unit have met the requirements of the Plan to date.

Second Annual Lakehead Source Protection Plan Reports
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It was noted that the second annual progress report has been prepared for submission by the
Lakehead SPA for the period of January 1 to December 31, 2016, utilizing the prescribed MOECC
template. In addition, the second annual progress report has also been prepared in the format
developed by LRCA staff, which will also be made available to the public on the Source Protection
website as it provides a more comprehensive summary of the program.

Consensus was reached by the SPC to submit the draft annual report to the SPA for their review
and then submission to the MOECC by the May 1, 2017 deadline.

7. SOURCE PROTECTION COMMITTEE

SPC Membership

It was noted that Bob Hartley was reappointed for a three-year term as Chair of the SPC by the
Minister of the Environment and Climate Change, commencing on August 20, 2016.

Ross Chuchman was nominated for Vice Chair of the Committee by Jim Vukmanich. Consensus
was reached by the Committee members in electing Ross Chuchman as Vice Chair.

The new members of the SPC were appointed for a five-year term, commencing on
December 1, 2016.

It was noted that quorum is 2/3 of the membership; therefore, with the reduced membership,
guorum is four members.

Lakehead SPC Procedural Manual

It was noted that Staff have been updating the Lakehead SPC Procedural Manual - Rules of
Procedure, Code of Conduct & Conflict of Interest Deputation Policy and will provide the manual
once approved by the SPA.

8. CORRESPONDENCE

It was noted that the MOECC Chief Drinking Water Inspector released the “Annual Report 2015-
2016”. It was noted that the MOECC has released the Minister’s Annual Report on Drinking Water
2016.

Bare Point Water Treatment Plant 2016-2017 Annual Inspection Report was provided to the
Committee for their review. Relevant information from the report was as follows:
e No Provincial Orders were written as a result of the inspection.
e Two incidents of non-compliance were identified as a result of the inspection, and the
Ministry provided a list of Actions Required as a result of the non-compliance incidents.
e The Ministry noted that there is no program for valve inspection pertaining to distribution
system valves and recommended that consideration should be given to the development of
a procedure that addresses operating valves.

It was noted that there were several EBR posting related to bottled water up for review.

It was noted that the Lake Erie Region SPC sent a letter to the Minister of Natural Resources and
Forestry on behalf of the 19 SPC Chairs, stating that to better protect municipal drinking water

The SPC had
previously sent a letter opposing the Waukesha Diversion in March 2016 and the Board of the LRCA
passed a resolution opposing the Waukesha diversion in November 2016, which were forwarded to
the Great Lakes St. Lawrence River Water Resources Regional Body. In addition, the Councils of the
City of Thunder Bay, Municipalities of Oliver Paipoonge, Shuniah and Neebing, and Township of
Conmee passed a similar resolution.

It was also noted that the Great Lakes and St. Lawrence Cities Initiative, a group representing
Canada and United States mayors of cities that are within the Great Lakes watershed and strongly
opposed to the diversion, has dropped its opposition to the City of Waukesha diversion project.
They plan however to meet with representatives of the eight states over the next year to negotiate
possible changes to procedures for reviewing future diversion projects.

5. SOURCE PROTECTION PROGRAM

Chair’s and Project Manager’s Meeting

It was noted that the Chair and the Watershed Manager attended the Chair’s Meeting on October
12 and 13, 2017 in Toronto and were provided with reference material pertaining to the Source
Water Protection Section 36 Workplan and the overall Source Protection Program.

Source Protection Information Exchange

It was noted that on May 30, 2017, representatives from the MOECC Source Water Protections
Branch visited the LRCA office as part of the MOECC Information Exchange. The Chief
Administrative Officer, Watershed Manager, Finance Manager and SWP GIS/Data Specialist
participated in the meeting.

These include environmental monitoring results, growth and infrastructure changes,
council resolutions, policy effectiveness, implementation challenges, technical rule changes, and
other local considerations.

Update of Policy RV.1.CW-PA in SPP to remove references to the size of Waste Disposal Sites

Review of Policy RV.5.CW-EO in SPP to assess the need to distribute Education and Outreach

materials in the future

5. Update of Policy RV.1.CW-PA in SPP to ensure future updates of Official Plan and Zoning
continue to include intended prohibitions

6. Update of Policy RV.3.CW-SP in SPP to require updates and/or reviews of Salt Management
Plan

7. Update of Policy TB.1.NLB-SP in SPP to require the placement of a minimum of two buoys

at the Surface Water Intake

Source Protection Authorities are required under the Clean Water Act, 2006 to provide annual
progress reports to the Director of the Ministry of the Environment and Climate Change (MOECC),
Source Protection Committee and the public. The Minister of the MOECC is required to include a
summary of the progress reports in the annual report prepared by the Minister under the Safe
Drinking Water Act, 2002.

Per the Act, the SPA must provide the report to the SPC at least 30 days prior to submitting to the
Director. The SPC shall review the report and provide written comments to the SPA about the
extent to which, in the opinion of the Committee, the objectives set out in the Source Protection
Plan are being achieved by the measures described in the report. If the SPA receives SPC comments
before submitting the report to the Director, copies of the comments shall be included in the report.

The third annual progress report has been prepared for submission by the Lakehead SPA for the
period of January 1 to December 31, 2017, utilizing templates provided by the MOECC. It was also
noted that a more detailed report using a format developed by LRCA staff has been completed. All
Annual Reports will be made available to the public on the source protection website as soon as
they are submitted to the MOECC.

The SPC reached consensus that all of the requirements for the progress report have been achieved.

The Minutes of the Sixty-Sixth Regular Meeting held on Friday, March 16, 2018, were adopted
by consensus.

4, SOURCE PROTECTION PROGRAM

Source Protection Funding

It was noted that the current funding Agreement expires March 31, 2019. MECP cannot commit to
multiyear funding; therefore, funding is unknown from year to year. The current 2018/2019 budget
is $81,561.00, which includes staff time, overhead, SPC costs, staff travel to meetings and
information management costs (i.e. GIS software, website, etc.). The total staffing level is 0.75 full
time equivalents (FTE), which results in: 0.35 FTE (1.75 days per week) Watershed Manager, 0.2
FTE (1 day per week) Administrative Assistant and 0.2 FTE (1 day per week) Information Systems
Coordinator.

Chair’s and Project Manager’s Meeting

It was noted that the Chair and Watershed Manager participated in the Chair’s and Project
Manager’s Meeting that took place by teleconference at LRCA offices on October 30, 2018.

Technical Rules under the Clean Water Act

It was noted that the Watershed Manager participated in a teleconference with MECP on June 7,
2018 related to Technical Rule 95.1 concerning amendments to Surface Water Intakes that are:

a) Close to the shoreline (within a couple of 100 metres),
b) Shallow in depth (5-6 metres or less), and
c) Water quality exceedances or concerns.

It was recognized that after the Assessment Reports were completed, that these types of intakes
may have a higher vulnerability score than originally proposed. MECP stated that the vulnerability
score of the majority of Intakes do not need to be reassessed because they do not meet these
conditions; therefore, their scores do not need to be reassessed.

The Vulnerability Score for the Intake at the Bare Point Water Treatment Plant does not need to be
re-assessed/re-scored because:

a) Intake is approximately 1,000 metres from the shoreline,

b) Intake is approximately 10 metres deep, and

c) Water quality is not a concern — 2015/2016: 99.83% results meeting standards and 99.80%
in 2016/2017.
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New O. Reg. 205/18 and Amendment to O. Reg. 287/07

It was noted that two regulatory Decision Notices were posted to the Environmental Registry to
ensure sources of drinking water continue to be protected. The decisions were effective July 1,
2018.

The first decision: Ontario Regulation 205/18, under the Safe Drinking Water Act, requires new or
expanding drinking water systems owners to complete work to assess vulnerability. The assessment
is to be accepted by a SPA before they can apply for a drinking water works permit, and water will
not be provided to the public until the Source Protection Plan that protects the system is approved.

The second decision: Amendments to Ontario Regulation 287/07 — “General” under the Clean
Water Act, speaks to improving the regulatory framework by requiring liquid hydrocarbon pipelines
be assessed in Source Protection Areas. Additionally, content was added to support the new O. Reg
205/18 which requires a SPA to issue a notice to drinking water system owners when they are
satisfied with the vulnerability assessment information.

Incorporating Climate Change into Drinking Water Source Protection

It was noted that the Ontario Climate Change Consortium, various Conservation Authorities,
Conservation Ontario, and the Ministry of the Environment, Conservation and Parks have been
working on a project to incorporate climate change into water quality risk assessments conducted
under Ontario’s Drinking Water Source Protection program. The outcome of the project is a
guidance document that includes methodologies, climate data sources, and other useful
information; accompanied by a practical tool to assess climate change vulnerability.

5. SOURCE PROTECTION IMPLEMENTATION

Section 36 Workplan Approval

It was noted that on May 8, 2018, staff received a letter from the Ministry of Environment and
Climate Change with respect to the SPA proposed Section 36 Workplan submitted on November
30, 2017. The letter noted that a comprehensive review and update of the Lakehead Source
Protection Plan and Assessment Report was not required. The proposed updates outlined in the
Workplan could be completed as amendments under Section 34 of the Clean Water Act within the
same timeline as the Workplan (March 31, 2018). In addition, the Ministry amended the Section 36
order requiring that the SPA prepare and submit a workplan within five years for the next review
and update of the Assessment Report and Source Protection Plan.

It was noted that if Section 34 amendments are undertaken under the Clean Water Act, Source
Protection Authorities must give the proposed amendments to affected Municipalities within the
Source Protection Area for consideration. If the affected Council of the Municipality passes
resolutions to endorse the amendments, the SPA shall publish the proposed amendments and
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provide opportunities for public review and comment. The proposed amendments, Council
resolutions and all public comments are to be sent to the Minister for approval.

It was agreed that the SPC carry out the requirements as outlined in Section 34 of the Clean Water
Act to amend the Lakehead Source Protection Plan and Assessment Report with the minor updates
noted in the Section 36 Workplan.

6. SOURCE PROTECTION COMMITTEE

SPC Replacements

It was noted that SPC member, Ms. Gail Willis, who represented the Other Interests of the General
Public sector became an employee of the Lakehead Region Conservation Authority (LRCA) on
September 4, 2018. Since SPC appointees can not be employees of the Conservation Authority per
O. Reg. 288/07, s. 7(3), under the Clean Water Act, the appointment process to replace one SPC
member was initiated on September 27, 2018.

It was noted that Ms. Erin Knight has been appointed by the SPA to fill the Other Interests of the
General Public sector for a three year term expiring on November 30, 2021. Also, Mr. Walter Turek
was appointed to the Source Protection Committee at the October 29, 2018 Meeting of City Council
for a four year term, representing the municipal sector.

It was noted that the SPC municipal member representing the City of Thunder Bay, Mr. Jim
Vukmanich retired from the City in June 2018 and it was proposed that the SPC should send a letter
of appreciation to Mr. Vukmanich for his work and contribution.

7. CORRESPONDENCE

It was noted that on November 7, 2018, a copy of the Rosslyn Village Subdivision Drinking Water
System 2018-2019 Annual Inspection Report was received. It was reported that the Municipality of
Oliver Paipoonge has installed a new storage tank for their Drinking Water System.

It was also noted that a new subdivision consisting of 50 lots for residential single detached
dwellings in the former brickyard property in Rossyln Village, is in the early proposal stage and that
if approved, will be serviced using municipal drinking water from the municipal water system.

It was noted that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge new Official Plan was approved in April 2018
and that updates to the Zoning by-law were underway.

It was noted that the new drinking water source protection video by Conservation Ontario would
be reviewed at the next SPC meeting.
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8. NEW BUSINESS

It was noted that the organizational chart from MECP was received and reviewed by SPC members.

9. OPEN DISCUSSSION

It was noted that the SPC membership agreed to receive digital copies of the minutes and agenda
documents, with printed copies available the day of the meeting.

It was noted that the position of SPC Chair is up for renewal in August 2019.

10. NEXT MEETING

The date for the next meeting was tentatively scheduled for March 2019 to discuss the Fourth
Annual Lakehead Source Protection Plan Annual Report prior to submission to the MECP.

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Drinking Water Source Protection Video

The Drinking Water Source Protection Video, created by Conservation Ontario, was viewed at the
meeting by the Committee Members. It was noted that the video is currently available to public on
YouTube and it will be available on the LRCA website.

5. SOURCE PROTECTION PROGRAM

Source Protection Funding

It was noted that the current Source Water Protection funding Agreement expires March 31, 2019.
The MECP had requested draft budgets from the Source Protection Authorities; however, could not
confirm if funds for 2019/2020 were committed from the Province. Staff have submitted a draft
budget to the MECP, which proposed a reduced staff compliment of 0.5 full-time equivalents (FTE),
from the previous 0.75 FTE. Elizabeth Forrester confirmed verbally that the funding would be
available; however, the MECP is still in the process of evaluating.

6. SOURCE PROTECTION IMPLEMENTATION

Thunder Bay North Harbour Remediation Project

It was noted that a public open house related to ongoing efforts to remediate the North Harbour
site was held in Thunder Bay on February 5, 2019. The Steering Committee is progressing with
evaluating options to remediate the site. Correspondence has been sent to Environment and
Climate Change Canada, stating that any considered options must include methods to assess and
monitor impacts to the Intake Protection Zone, which is near the site.

Section 34 Amendments

It was noted that the SPA had received a response to the submitted Section 36 Workplan indicating
that a comprehensive review and update of the Lakehead Source Protection Plan and Assessment
Report was not required and that proposed updates could be completed as amendments under
Section 34 of the Clean Water Act. Staff had proposed to the SPC to complete the updates under
Section 34; however, after further consultation with the MECP and a review of the updates, which
were all considered to be minor, staff decided to not complete the updates now under Section 34,
but to wait and consider completing the updates during the preparation of the next Section 36
Workplan which is due to the MECP by May 7, 2023.

Implementing Bodies Annual Reports

It was noted that the two Implementing Bodies of the Lakehead Source Protection Plan (SPP), the
Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge and the Thunder Bay District Health Unit, submitted their Annual
Reports on January 8, 2019 and January 3, 2019, respectively. Staff have reviewed the reports and
have concluded that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge and the Thunder Bay District Health Unit
have met the requirements of the Plan to date.

It was also noted that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge adopted the Official Plan in May of 2018.
The Thunder Bay District Health Unit has indicated that the next round of septic inspection will
begin starting in 2019, with an anticipated completion by 2021.

Fourth Annual Lakehead Source Protection Plan Report
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It was noted that the fourth annual progress report has been prepared for submission by the
Lakehead SPA for the period of January 1, 2018 to December 31, 2019, utilizing the prepared
templates from MECP. The LRCA also completed a more detailed report using a format developed
by LRCA staff. The LRCA format will also be available on the LRCA website as it provides a more
comprehensive summary of the program to date.

It was requested that all SPC Members written comments be received at the LRCA by April 12, 2019
for submission in the Annual Report. Staff will be presenting the final Annual Report to the SPA for
adoption at the April 24, 2019 Board Meeting.

5. SOURCE PROTECTION PROGRAM

Source Protection Funding

It was noted that the current funding Agreement expires on March 31, 2020. MECP cannot commit
to multiyear funding; therefore, funding is unknown from year to year. Staff have submitted a draft
budget to the MECP for the 2020/2021 fiscal year for their consideration. The request included
0.50 FTE, which results in 0.20 FTE Watershed Manager, 0.10 FTE Administrative Assistant and 0.20
FTE Information Systems Coordinator. The budget has not yet been approved for 2020/2021. It was
noted that a new task in this year’s budget is to improve the functioning and operation of the
existing Lakehead Source Protection website, which involves moving the Source Protection
webpages under the LRCA website, streamlining the content and links, as well as cleaning up
resources, information and graphics.

Phase Il Amendments to Director’s Technical Rules

It was noted that the Watershed Manager, Gail Willis, and Committee Member, Walter Turek,
attended the MECP’s stakeholder engagement session via webinar on the proposed amendments
to the Director’s Technical Rules (DTR) under the Clean Water Act, 2006. No immediate updates or
changes to the Lakehead Source Protection Plan (SPP) or the Assessment Report are required until
a comprehensive review of the Lakehead Source Protection Plan under s.36 of the Clean Water Act
is completed, which is not due until May 2023. The DTR’s in effect at the time of the comprehensive
review will determine if further changes to the SPP is warranted.

Climate Change Vulnerability Assessment Tool

It was noted that the Watershed Manager attended a training session hosted by Conservation
Ontario on January 30, 2020 at the Toronto Region Conservation Authority on the use of the climate
change vulnerability assessment tool for water quality of drinking water sources. The assessment
tool was developed through a multi-stakeholder, collaborative project coordinated by Conservation
Ontario under the Drinking Water Source Protection Program, which is a semi-quantitative and
excel-based tool. The training session included an overview of climate change data, the Assessment
Tool, and its guidance documents, as well as an interactive hands-on activity of the Pilot Studies:
Burlington Water Intake and Seaforth Well Supply.

It is noted that a Climate Change Vulnerability Assessment is not mandatory for Source Protection
Authorities. Committee member, Walter Turek, attended the webinar on the Climate Change
Vulnerability Assessment Tool offered by Conservation Ontario and he noted that the Lake Superior
intake for Bare Point Water Treatment Plant is considered to be at a lower risk for climate change
impacts.
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Source Protection Information Atlas — Update

It was noted that the MECP has updated and added new features and data layers to the Source
Protection Information Atlas (SPIA), which is an Ontario OPEN data website tool for searching a
location to see if it is in a vulnerable area. It was noted that the MECP partnered with the Surface
Water Monitoring Center at the Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry (MNRF) to display river
discharge and climate data (daily mean) from almost 1,800 hydrometric stations of the
federal/provincial hydrometric agreement.

6. SOURCE PROTECTION IMPLEMENTATION

Thunder Bay North Harbour Remediation Project

It was noted that Committee members attended the public presentation that was held in Thunder
Bay on February 26, 2020 regarding the sediment management options for the contaminated
sediment at the Thunder Bay North Harbour site due to historic effluent discharge of a former paper
mill. A short-list of remediation options included: dredge and dispose at an on-site confined
disposal facility; dredge and dispose at Mission Bay confined disposal facility; or construct an in-
place barrier and infill.

Implementing Bodies Annual Reports

It was noted that the two Implementing Bodies of the Lakehead Source Protection Plan (SPP), the
Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge and the Thunder Bay District Health Unit, submitted their Annual
Reports on January 28, 2020 and January 10, 2020, respectively. Staff have reviewed the reports
and have concluded that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge and the Thunder Bay District Health
Unit have met the requirements of the Plan to date.

It was also noted that the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge had no Official Plan or Zoning By-Law
amendment applications with respect to WHPA-A in 2019. The Thunder Bay District Health Unit re-
inspected seven sewage treatment systems in 2019, and they appear to be functioning normally.
Six systems will be re-inspected in 2020, and the remaining twelve will be re-inspected in 2021.

Fifth Annual Lakehead Source Protection Plan Report

It was noted that the fifth annual progress report has been prepared for submission by the Lakehead
SPA for the period of January 1, 2019 to December 31, 2019, utilizing the prepared templates from
MECP. The LRCA also completed a more detailed report using a format developed by LRCA staff.
The LRCA format will also be available on the LRCA website as it provides a more comprehensive
summary of the program to date.

It was requested that all SPC Members written comments be received at the LRCA by April 14, 2020

for submission in the Annual Report. Staff will be presenting the final Annual Report to the SPA for
adoption at the April 29, 2020 Board Meeting.
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7. SOURCE PROTECTION COMMITTEE

Chair Appointment

It was noted that Ms. Lucy Kloosterhuis has been appointed by the MECP as the new Chair of the
SPC for a three-year term expiring on August 19, 2022.

8. CORRESPONDENCE

Support for Actions to Address Over-Application of Winter Maintenance Chemicals

A letter was received from the Lake Erie Source Protection Region related to the implications of
over-application of winter maintenance chemicals, trends in the Lake Erie Source Protection Region,
and recommended actions to protect municipal drinking water sources. It was noted that the
Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge has adopted a Salt Management Plan for Rosslyn Village WHPA-A
as per Source Protection Plan Policy RV.3.CW-SP. By consensus, the letter was received as
information and no response will be issued.

Application for Review of the Clean Water Act, 2006 and Ontario Regulation 287/07

For information purposes, it was noted that the request by the Canadian Environmental Law
Association (CELA) to the MECP to review and revise the Clean Water Act, 2006 (CWA) and Ontario
Regulation 287/07 to extend source protection planning to certain non-municipal drinking water
systems, had been denied. It was noted that MECP is currently undertaking a review of ‘requiring
source protection plans to identify and address threats to sources of water that supply private wells
and intakes’ under the recommendation of the Auditor General. Committee members noted that
northern municipalities with municipal drinking water systems not covered by Conservation
Authorities should be focused on prior to non-municipal systems.

9. NEW BUSINESS

Lake Superior Blue Green Algae

It was noted that the City of Thunder Bay has a new 2019 Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for
addressing blue-green algae concerns.

New Director of Source Protection Programs Branch

It was noted that the MECP Source Protection Programs Branch (SPPB) has a new Director, Ms.
Keley Katona. Ms. Katona started at the SPPB in February 2020 and brings a governance and
financial background to the SPPB team.

10. NEXT MEETING

The date for the next meeting was tentatively scheduled for March 2021.
